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Northfield Police Department Cracking Down on Seat Belt Use to Save More Lives on Massachusetts Roadways 

Special Click It or Ticket Enforcement Mobilization Aims to 
Increase Seat Belt Use Statewide
Northfield, MA – Massachusetts drivers and passengers take note – The Northfield Police Department will again be out in force sending the strong message that anyone caught not buckling up will be ticketed and fined.
This special crackdown, beginning July 23rd, marks the second seat belt enforcement mobilization this summer across the state designed to increase seat belt use and decrease motor vehicle fatalities.
Local motorists should be prepared for stepped up Click It or Ticket activities that will take place around the clock.   If law enforcement, after stopping you for disobeying traffic laws, also finds anyone unbelted anytime or anywhere, expect to get a ticket — not a warning. No excuses and no exceptions.
On any given day, about 38 passenger vehicle occupants who are not buckled up are killed in motor vehicle crashes nationwide, according to statistics from the U.S. Department of Transportation, National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA). 
In Massachusetts, NHTSA reports that 64 percent of the passenger vehicle occupants killed in motor vehicle crashes during 2008 were not wearing seat belts at the time of the crash, which is nine percentage points higher than the national average.

Seat belts clearly save lives, but unfortunately too many people in Massachusetts still need a tough reminder.  Wearing your seat belt costs you nothing. But the consequences for not wearing one could cost you everything.
That’s why The Northfield Police Department is joining with other State and local law enforcement organizations to launch this special Click It or Ticket seat belt enforcement mobilization. Remember, buckle up and encourage your friends and loved ones to do the same. You could save them the cost of a ticket and may even save a life.
